After over a month of only allowing Indonesian workers
entry into the country, the labor ministry’'s Workforce
Development Agency (WDA) issued a press release on
Thursday confirming that Thailand's relevant epidemic
prevention measures are in place. It added the borders
would be opened to workers from Thailand that day.
