1. Apply for a G-CNMI Electronic Travel Authorization (eTA), or
2. Complete Form I-736 before traveling.

* Faster entry: No paperwork upon entry to Guam-CNMI.

* Support available: Email and online help are available from U.S. Customs and Border
Protection (CBP).

* Increased security: CBP can pre-screen travelers prior to their arrival.

When to Apply:
* Recommended to apply at least 5 days before departure.

eTA Validity:

* Valid for 2 years or until the passport expires.

* A new eTA is needed if you get a new passport or change your name, gender, or
nationality.

* Passports expiring in less than 6 months are not eligible for an eTA.

Asiana completes cargo business sale to Air Incheon

Asiana Airlines has received final shareholder approval to sell its
cargo business to Air Incheon, fulfilling all conditions set by European
competition regulators for its merger with Korean Air on Feb 25.

The approval finalizes the January agreement to divest the cargo
business for approximately $328 million and the airline aims to finalize
the transfer of assets and personnel by June 10.

Daemyung Sono Group acquires T'way Air

Sono International, the holding company of Daemyung Sono
Group, has agreed to acquire the management control of T'way
Air Co. on Feb 26.

Sono was T'way's second-largest shareholder with a 26.77
percent stake, and the agreement boosted its share in the air
carrier to 54.79 percent.

SENATORS INTRODUCE BILL TO BOOST US-TAIWAN TRAVEL

US Senators Marsha Blackburn and Brian Schatz introduced the Taiwan Travel and Tourism Coordination Act,
which seeks to explore opportunities for stronger bilateral travel and tourism cooperation between the US
and Taiwan. The bill mandates a study on the feasibility of establishing US Customs and Border Protection
(CBP) preclearance facilities at Taiwan Taoyuan International Airport, which would enhance security and
streamline travel for passengers flying to the US. Lawmakers argue that preclearance in Taiwan would
improve homeland security and create more economic opportunities for both Taiwan and the US.

TAIWAN SEES 18% INCREASE IN FOREIGN GUEST STAYS

Taiwan’s Tourism Bureau reported an 18.3% increase in foreign guest stays in 2024, while domestic guest
stays declined by 6.21%, influenced by the growing popularity of one-day travel excursions. The total
number of hotel guests in 2024 was 78.796 million, slightly below pre-pandemic levels. The average room
rate for tourist-class hotels remained stable at NT$2,960 (USS$90), while B&B prices dropped 4.15% to
NTS2,405. The hotel industry is adapting to post-pandemic demand for high-quality travel experiences,
incorporating local cultural elements to enhance guest satisfaction and attract international visitors.




TAIWAN PRIORITIZES QUALITY TOURISM, AIMS FOR
10 MILLION VISITORS: MINISTER

Taiwan is shifting its tourism approach to prioritize high-quality experiences over sheet visitor numbers,
while still aiming for 10 million foreign arrivals in 2024. The government is partnering with healthcare
and technology sectors to promote high-end travel experiences, such as medical tourism and scenic
railway tours. The number of Western travelers has been rising, with the U.S. now the fourth-largest
visitor source, signaling a shift from the traditionally dominant markets of Japan, South Korea, Hong
Kong, and Macao.

TAIWAN'’S EVA AIR AND STARLUX PLAN FLIGHTS TO KOBE

EVA Air and Starlux Airlines will begin flights to Kobe Airport’s new international terminal upon its opening
on April 18. EVA Air anticipates increased demand for the Osaka-Kobe route due to Expo 2025 in Osaka,
running from April 13 to October 13.

EVA Air will operate four weekly flights from Taoyuan to Kobe (April 18-27) before reducing to two per week,
while increasing Kaohsiung-Osaka flights to 11 per week. Starlux will launch three weekly flights from
Taoyuan and seven from Taichung to Kobe.




SUNSHINE VIBES FESTIVAL
