PALAU

REQUIREMENTS (as of 01 July 2022, Directive No. 100-22)

All travelers must be fully vaccinated against COVID-19, except those
under 18 years of age.

Under the "O+7" protocol, no quarantine will be
mandated, but during the seven days of "self-initiated
epidemic prevention,” travelers will have to do a rapid
test on the day of arrival or the next day, Lo said, citing
Su, at a press conference following a Cabinet meeting.

Travelers will be allowed outside during the seven-day
period once they obtain a negative COVID-19 rapid test
every two days, he said.

TAIWAN'S MASK MANDATE TO
BE LIFTED GRADUALLY: CECC

A gradual rather than a one-step approach will be adopted
to lifting the mask mandate in Taiwan, Victor Wang, head of
the Central Epidemic Command Center (CECC), said Friday.

There is no direct link between the government’s planned
adjustment of its COVID-19 policy to conditionally scrap the
3-day quarantine for arriving travelers from Oct. 13 and
proposals to lift the mask mandate, Wang said during a press
briefing.

The CECC will continue to evaluate the pandemic and collect
relevant information from other countries -- such as South
Korea and Singapore -- for reference before making a final
decision, he said.

However, local experts have
so far encouraged people to
continue wearing masks, as
well as recommended a
step-by-step approach to
lifting the mandate.

With South Korea set to end
its outdoor mask mandate
on Sept. 26, Wang said a
good approach could be to
implement different rules
for mask wearing indoors
and outdoors.

TAIWAN ANNOUNCES NEW '3+4," '0+7'
RULES FOR ARRIVALS FROM ABROAD

On Thursday (Sept. 22), the CECC
announced that eased regulations for
the "3+4" quarantine scheme will go
into effect on Sept. 29, while
qguarantine will be discontinued in
favor of the "O+7" self-health
monitoring plan from Oct. 13.

During a press conference on
Thursday afternoon, CECC head
Victor Wang confirmed earlier
statements by Premier Su Tseng-
chang that the border will be opened
in two stages. The first phase, which
starts on Sept. 29 will expand visa-
free entry, raise the passenger quota,
introduce the "one person per room”
rule, and end saliva tests upon arrival.

The second phase, which is tentatively scheduled for Oct. 13, will see the weekly
arriving passenger quota raised to 150,000, the "O +7" plan introduced, the opening
of borders to travelers from countries not granted visa-free treatment, and the end
of the tour group ban. CECC spokesperson Chuang Jen-Hsiang then elaborated on
the details of the "3+4" and "0+7" COVID prevention plans for new arrivals.

TAIWAN RECEIVES SECOND
BATCH OF NOVAVAX VACCINE

Taiwan took delivery on Thursday morning of a second
shipment of the Novavax COVID-19 vaccine containing 504,000
doses, which are scheduled to be distributed to local
governments starting Sept. 30.

The vaccine doses arrived at the Taoyuan International Airport
at 7:09 a.m. from Amsterdam Airport Schiphol on China Airlines
flight CI-74.

People aged 12 or older are eligible for the vaccine.

The shipment was part of the nation’'s agreement with the Gavi
Vaccine Alliance to purchase 4.76 million doses of COVID-19
vaccines, including about 2.27 million doses of the Novavax
vaccine, under the COVAX international vaccine distribution
system.
